Reserving The Church Facilities:

All scheduling must come through the trustee chairperson.  Reservations must be set no earlier than 30 days in advance and will be confirmed once the date has been cleared with the official church calendar and completion of building use form.
General Rules:
Only the areas of the building reserved may be used.  
The educational wing’s classrooms are available for use.

Children should be supervised at all times and not allowed to run all over church.

Smoking is allowed outside  only.

No alcoholic beverages and/or drugs permitted in any part of the church or grounds.

Ebenezer’s UMC assumes no responsibility for property (owned or rented) which is brought on the premises or anything left at the church building.  Those using the facility need to double check to make sure that all items brought in are taken home.

The church is not responsible for any injury to you or any person present for your scheduled event.

All decorations, rented items (i.e. chairs, china, stemware, etc.) and personal items must be removed from the church by the same evening of the event.

No glitter or any other messy craft items to be used in the church building.

If spills happen, clean up immediately.

Leave the reserved area(s) straight and clean, including any utensils and any other items used during the reserved period.  
Departure:  

Please contact the custodian at the end of the event when all clean up has been completed and you are ready to leave.  

Conflicts with Church Activities:

No event will be scheduled during any regular or special services held in the church facilities or conflicts with an activity that has been placed on the church calendar.
